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Magic Quilted  Christmas Fabric Baskets are just great for giving that special 

gift. They have low stitch counts, so they stitch out super quick. They are even 

easier to put together. There are no raw edges and no satin stitch edges. Each 

piece is quilted and lined entirely in hoop. The only bit of stitching to close the 

opening used to turn the pieces right side out and to assemble the baskets can 

be done by hand or machine. You could even use fabric glue or hot glue too. 

Choice is yours.   

 

All the pieces are stitched using the same method. Before you begin, prepare 

and press your fabric. Always cut your fabric about 2 inches bigger than the 

actual design size.  

For each basket you need to stitch: 

 

4 x side pieces 

1 x base 

2 x handles

Lets get started.  Lets stitch the side pieces first. You need to stitch 4 of these 
 

Hoop 1 layer of cut away stabilizer. Load the side piece design onto your machine. There are colorstops 
throughout the design. Use colors of your choice. I used white as I felt that it worked nicely with my fabric. 
Stitch the first color. This is a marking line for the batting. Remove the hoop from the machine. Spray the 
stabilizer with temporary adhesive spray. Place a piece of batting over the marking line. Put the hoop back 
into the machine and stitch the second color. This tacks the batting into place. Remove the hoop from the 
machine. Using a sharp pair of scissors, I use applique scissors, trim away the excess batting. Spray the bat-
ting with temporary adhesive spray and place a piece of plain cotton fabric over the batting. Stitch the next

Stitch the next color. This quilts the section on the side panel. Now to add the lining. Remove the hoop 

from the machine. Place a piece of printed fabric over the design. Right side of the printed fabric must face 
the quilting and the wrong side of the fabric faces up.

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Now for the base. You need to stitch 1 of these. 
 

Hoop 1 layer of cut away stabilizer. Load the base piece design onto your machine. There are colorstops 
throughout the design. Use colors of your choice. I used white as I felt that it worked nicely with my fabric. 
Stitch the first color. This is a marking line for the batting. Remove the hoop from the machine. Spray the 
stabilizer with temporary adhesive spray. Place a piece of batting over the marking line. Put the hoop back 
into the machine and stitch the second color. This tacks the batting into place. Remove the hoop from the 
machine. Using a sharp pair of scissors, I use applique scissors, trim away the excess batting. Spray the bat-
ting with temporary adhesive spray and place a piece of plain cotton fabric over the batting.

Stitch the next color. This quilts the section on the base piece. Now to add the lining. Remove the hoop

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Now for the handles! You need to stitch 2 handles 
 

Hoop 1 layer of cut away stabilizer. Load the side handle design onto your machine. There are colorstops 
throughout the design. Use colors of your choice. I used white as I felt that it worked nicely with my fabric. 
Stitch the first color. This is a marking line for the batting. Remove the hoop from the machine. Spray the 
stabilizer with temporary adhesive spray. Place a piece of batting over the marking line. Put the hoop back 
into the machine and stitch the second color. This tacks the batting into place. Remove the hoop from the 
machine. Using a sharp pair of scissors, I use applique scissors, trim away the excess batting. Spray the bat-

ting with temporary adhesive spray and place a piece of plain or colored cotton fabric over the batting. 
Stitch the next color. This holds the fabric in place while the quilting is done. I used a large hoop and fitted 

both handle pieces together into the hoop. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

Stitch the next color. This ads the decorative piece to the handle. Now to add the lining. Remove the hoop 
from the machine. Place a piece of printed fabric over the design. Right side of the printed fabric must face 
the quilting and the wrong side of the fabric faces up. Put the hoop back into the machine and stitch the last 

color. 
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Thatõs all the pieces stitch out. Lets get them ready so we can assemble the basket. Trim the fabric and the 
stabilizer back to 1/4 of an inch around the closed sides of each design and 1/2 of an inch along the side 

that has an opening 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

Now cut back the corners so you get a neat corner when turn the pieces right side out. Be careful not to cut 
any stitching! 

 
Turn the pieces right side out. Use a chopstitck to push out the corners. Be careful not to push it through 
the fabric or stitching. I used a knitting needle for this. Turn in the raw edges along the opening. Use a bit 
of whip stitch to sew it closed or top stitch the opening closed using a straight stitch on your sewing ma-

chine and invisible thread. Press the pieces.
